General Rules and Information
· Classroom Rules - Respect and Responsibility. Be respectful to others and take responsibility for yourself. This includes:
· coming to class on time and prepared

· giving me your full attention and participation during class time

· using appropriate language and acting appropriately

· Consequences – include detention, phone calls home, and suspension from class. Your Citizenship mark is a reflection of your class behavior and participation.

· Cheating Policy – Just don’t do it. On most assignments I allow you to work with a group or partner. Working in a group means everyone contributes. Make sure that if you use information from outside sources, you cite those sources. You may receive no credit and a referral if you participate in academic dishonesty.
· Turning in Work – Keep your work organized in a folder or 3-ring binder. Work will be stapled and turned in each unit. Late work is accepted but will negatively affect your Work Habits mark.
· Locker and Bathroom Passes – will not be given out during lectures or demonstrations, only during student work time, and only if you are working cooperatively and are not behind. Your planner is your pass. Fill it out (time and destination) and I will sign it.

· Food and Drinks – are allowed as long as the room is kept clean. There will be no passes to the vending machines or student store during class time. 
· Cell phones and Other Electronic Devices - may only be used with my expressed permission (for example, I may let you take a picture of something on the board with your cell phone or listen to music while you work) but NEVER during tests, quizzes, or lectures. ASK FIRST!
· Website – contains information about assignments and projects and a calendar showing upcoming tests and due dates.
· Absences – See me for any missed worksheets and copy the warm-up and notes from a classmate. Missed tests can be made up during retake days. 
· Extra Help - I am usually in my room at least two days a week during lunch and after school 
· Graduation requirements. You must pass two years of science to graduate and CSU/UC schools require two college-prep science classes, one biological and one physical.

· Assessments – Formative (quizzes, daily checks, classwork, etc.) and Summative (tests, projects, labs, etc.) There are usually two summative assessments (generally one test and one project/assignment) that affect the unit score more than smaller formative assessments. As students are working towards mastery, summative scores can replace formative ones. (For example, a student who earns a 3 on a quiz but later gets a 4 on the test would receive a unit score of 4 since they have showed proficiency on that standard.)
· Retakes/Redos – are available on tests and summative assignments so that students can show proficiency and increase their grade. Retake days will be announced when a test is passed back. Some will be given during class time but others may only be offered during lunch or after school. The retake grade replaces the original grade. Beyond this, there is no “extra credit” available. 

· Grades will be posted on the Aeries system. The “Unit Score” will be continually updated as students take quizzes and tests and turn in assignments. Each unit is averaged together along with the semester final exam to make up the final grade. Corresponding letter grades are as follows:
